SUMMARY OF INSTRUCTION

Courses Taught (from 2018)  
RST 429. Contemporary issues in Recreation, Sport and Tourism.

Provides a capstone experience to encourage critical and creative thinking regarding knowledge students accrued from prior courses. The first nine weeks students will meet as a whole and focus on ways to frame RST professions including creating programs for an inclusive society, building community, place-making, working toward sustainability, RST as an experience industry, and RST as political. The final part of the course will focus on their specific concentration (Sport Management, Tourism, or Community Recreation).  The emphasis of this course will be on enhancing capacity for RST students to be future leaders in social and institutional change initiatives.  4 credit hours. Fall 2019, 2020, 2021, 2022; Spring 2021, 2022, 2023.
RST 551 Contemporary Issues in Le isure Research

Description. Provides students with an understanding and appreciation of various disciplines that inform recreation, sport and tourism.  The class examines the potential influence of these disciplines on future research in recreation, sport and tourism.  Students identify research articles from various disciplines and lead discussions that connect to understanding issues related to leisure research.  Literature is framed as discourse to allow students to envision themselves as contributing members.  Doctoral students only.  4 hours.  Spring 2019, 2021, 2022, 2023.
RST 594 Community Conservation and Restoration

Investigation of relationships between community and natural resources.  Review key concepts including community resiliency, dependency, place, social learning and governance as well as understanding empirical investigations of the community-based dynamics of conservation. Primary focus will be on the US, with particular interest within worked or mixed-use landscapes.  Discussion in theory and methods directed at landscape-level and regional conservation. Fall 2018.
RST 516 Finance and Budgeting in RST – Online M.S. Program

This course is an introduction to the financial needs of an organization in recreation, sport and tourism (RST). You will become familiar with the terminology and measurement tools used by these organizations. Financial tools, budgeting, revenue sources, and current issues in the field are emphasized. The first module presents the foundations of financing in RST contexts. The next four modules introduce students to the key concepts and tools that will be usedto financially guide and analyze firms in any industry. The next three modules focus on the expenditure management, revenue management, and risk management in RST contexts. The result is fuller understanding of the universal economic principles and financial measurement tools used by businesses and how to apply these to the unique needs of recreation, sport and tourism organizations. Spring 2020.
RST 518 Events Management – Online M.S. Program

This course will focus on event studies as an academic phenomenon drawing from the fields of social sciences, management, and arts, as well as from related professional fields to analyze the experience and attributed meanings of planned events. In addition, you will acquire an in-depth knowledge of the specialized field of event management and become familiar with management techniques and strategies required for successful planning, promotion, implementation, and evaluation of special events within recreation, sport, and tourism contexts.  Spring 2020.
